RETAINING RINGS

. Remove the 2 channel screws.(fig. I)
and slide device channel away from chassis (fig. 2)

2. Remove Lift by removing retainig ring and sliding the pin out.
3. Insert screwdriver in the sub plafe slof fo keep lever end down.
4. Slide pin out from the opposite side by removing retaining ring.
Secure Lift af this location with pin and retaining ring
NOTE: Make sure the large end of Lift is on fop of lever
and the other end is against the rod carriage flat.

5. Slide the other pin back and secure it with refaining ring.

6. Slide device channel back to the chassis and secure it
with 2 screws. Slide in the hinge filler.

. Fasten top strike to frame with 2 screws and star washers.

Adjust strike so that device lafches without binding. Strike shims are
provided if an excessive gap is apparent between latchbolt and sirike

Apply third screw in center hole of sirike once adjustment is

complete.

. Determine rod lengths as shown. Cuf rod if necessary:

Cut end of rod with holes; NOT THE THREADED END.
Drill 3/16 diameter hole thru rod. See ILLUSTRATION 1.

. With rod carriage down, thread fop rod into rod carriage

Pull link down so the hole in the link is at the bofttom of the slot
in the channel.

Push spring clip onto rod pin unfil it snops info place.

Pushing on touchbar will refract the lafchbolt and open
the door. Latch will stay retracted and device is in HOLDBACK.

If no holdback:

Remove spring clip and rod pin, Turn rod counter clockwise
one half turn, inserf rod pin and check holdback. Repeat if
necessary.

. When top latch is in the holdback, extend latchbolt by rotating

It. Fully extended latchbolt should be in deadlock. DEADLOCKED
Lafchbolt can not be pushed down info the latch channel.

If no deadlock:
Remove rod pin. Turn rod clockwise one half furn, insert rod
pin and check deadlock. Repeat if necessary and install spring

clip.

. For "LBR" devices attach laich and lock stile case covers.

. Mount bottom channel with (2) 1/4-20 pan head screws

or #4 X | SVS.
