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Construction keying options

Falcon offers various pathways to achieve either temporary or permanent cylinder construction keying.
Temporary cylinder use is limited to small format keying since SFIC cylinders, by nature, are easily interchanged.
Falcon conventional cylinders can be construction keyed using the "lost pin," (also known as "lost ball") method
or the Falcon Blockokey® insert. In both cases, temporary construction keys are used with the permanent cylinders
